Positive reinforcemient i5 the best way to help your child achieve their goals and their natural fear of
fadlure, Nobody Hkes to make mistakes. If your child does make one, remamiser it's all part of kearming,
80 encourage your child's efforts and point out the good things your child accomplished.

DON'T BE A SIDELINE COACH OR REFEREE
